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Demolition and Slope Stabilization of Colborne 
St. (South Side)

Location: Brantford, ON

AIM was awarded the contract for the demolition, asbestos 
abatement and slope stabilization of 41 buildings that lined the south 
side of Colborne Street in downtown Brantford.  

The project required removal of all materials containing PCBs, 
asbestos, and other hazardous substances prior to demolition of the 
buildings covering an area of approximately 350,000 square feet. Due 
to the nature of the site, the buildings were built on a slope, resulting 
in two to four-storey high buildings in the front and four to six-storey 
high buildings in the back.

With the abatement work completed, demolition commenced 
with AIM’s high-reach excavator skillfully dismantling the structures 
utilizing a 360-degree rotating grapple attachment.  AIM targeted 
maximum diversion of material from local land� lls. One hundred 
percent of the brick and concrete rubble was crushed and recycled 
to be reused as a granular material for future construction projects.  
A vast majority of the wood timbers, � ooring and roo� ng systems 
was shipped to a third party where the material was recycled into 
wood chips to be used as a fuel.
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
