Soil Remediation and Decommissioning of
Storm Lines and Catch Basins

Location: Thorold, ON

AIM Environmental Group was awarded the contract to decommission
an existing storm sewer system, provide on-site treatment of pond
water, as well as excavation and disposal of contaminated soil for Dana
Canadain Thorold, ON.

Work for this contract consisted of the decommissioning of an
existing storm sewer system in addition to the transportation and
disposal of approximately 6,000 cubic meters of F3-F4 contaminated
soil. AIM utilized our MOE certified 100 gpm water treatment plant
to treat and discharge approximately 960,000 litres of water from two
storage ponds.

Due to the time of year and weather conditions, another half million
litres of water accumulated into the ponds. Recognizing the extra
cost that would be incurred in treating the extra water, AIM worked
with the local municipality, the consultant and the owner to obtain
approval to discharge the water into the environment.
