3R’s Demolition of Residential Housing Units at
CFSU (Ottawa) Rockcliffe

Location: Ottawa, ON

This project involved the complete hazardous materials abatement
and demolition of 342 residential housing units located at CFSU
(Ottawa) Rockcliffe. Every house had asbestos in the form of drywall,
floor tiles and duct insulation and needed to be removed prior to the
demolition commencing. This project utilized a 3R’s disposal concept
- reuse, recycle, and reduce for the work conducted.

The removal and crushing of all the footings and foundations was
necessary for re-use as backfill. Importing of additional fill was
required to backfill the remaining portion of the basements. As a
prerequisite to completing the project, a final layer of topsoil and
grass seed will need to be layed down.

AIM has completed the asbestos removals and is nearing completion
of the demolition with the topsoil and seeding scheduled for the
upcoming spring-2011 season.
