Remediation of Former Shell Retail Facility and
Garage

Location: North Bay, ON

AIM Environmental Group was contracted by SNC Lavalin
Environmental Inc. for the remediation of a former petroleum retail
facility and garage located in North Bay, ON.

The remediation activities included the demolition and removal of
asphalt, concrete slabs and foundations; excavation and segregation
of 2,150 m3 of soil with off-site disposal of 3,100 tonnes of PHC
impacted soil.

AIM utilized a MOE certified 100 gpm water treatment plant to treat
approximately 570,000 litres of impacted water that infiltrated the
excavation areas; the treated water was discharged to a nearby ditch.
Backfilling activities included reusing soil meeting MOE soil
requirements, imported soil, and granular “B” fill material.
